South East Region ESF Community Grants 

£1,069,319 available across the South East Region
Grants of up to £12,000 are available to organisations within the South East region who support the most disadvantaged individuals to access further learning opportunities or progress to employment.  People benefitting from these grants will be experiencing barriers to access services and will be economically inactive or not in paid work.

Priority will be given to groups who work with
· Lone parents
· Women

· People with health/disability issues

· Older people (50 years +)

· People from ethnic minorities and diverse communities
We are looking to fund projects that engage participants in activities that will encourage further learning and/or lead into employment.

Who can apply

Charity, ‘not for profit’ and voluntary and community organisations based and providing services in the South East Region (not including London Boroughs) can apply for this fund.

Who cannot apply

· Individuals 

· Statutory organisations 

· National organisations without local connections 

· Organisations that are affiliated to, and receiving funding from, National organisations

· Voluntary sector activities solely for the benefit of a statutory service

· Groups promoting political or religious beliefs

Guidelines and criteria for this fund are now available on our website at www.surreyca.org.uk along with an application form.

Grant panels will be held in November 2011, March 2012, September 2012 and February 2013, with all projects completed by September 2013.

Applications for the next round of funding need to be received by the deadline of noon on the         28th October 2011
