This email brings news about Surrey Community Action and specifically about membership. 
Surrey Community Action is facing a difficult future as a result of funding cuts and significant changes in the external environment for infrastructure organisations. At this stage the trustees are considering a range of options for the future of the charity, but in the short term there is a need to rationalise services and reduce costs. 

We are sorry to have to share that a decision has been made to close the Surrey Community Action training programme at the end of March. This decision came with the deepest regret for the service lost to the VCFS in Surrey. The Board felt that the decision was inevitable given the withdrawal of external funding for training and the impossibility of making training a break-even operation despite the very best efforts of all staff involved. We are pleased to offer a training programme through until the end of March which can be found at www.surreyca.org.uk and we encourage you to sign up.

We are aware that the closure of the training programme will remove one of the major benefits of membership as discounted places will no longer be available, so the Board have decided to remove the membership fee from 1st April 2012. Making membership free is an appropriate response to this new situation. 

Member organisations will continue to receive discounted rates for other services and will retain voting rights at General Meetings of the charity. For this reason it is important that you continue to let us know any changes to your officers or contact details.
