The application process

· You must apply using the attached application form - please ensure that you complete all sections and sign and date your application.

· In your application you will need to show how your project will help people who are not in paid work and live in the Global Grants targeted areas develop the skills they need to progress towards paid work, voluntary work or training - examples of projects funded in the past are available on request or through our website (www.surreyca.org.uk).

· Once received your application will be assessed against the Global Grants criteria - we will come and see you to find out more about your project

If you are awarded a grant you will need to

· Have, or be working towards, a vulnerable adults policy and ensure that all tutors, staff and volunteers supervising vulnerable adults have an up-to-date CRB (Criminal Record Bureau) check.

· Sign a contract detailing your agreed budget and eligible activities

· Provide copies of invoices and receipts to show how your grant was spent

· Display the European Social Fund logo on all forms, letters, posters, leaflets and other publicity materials that are produced for your Global Grants funded project.

· Ensure an article about your project acknowledging that Surrey Global Grants funded the project appears in a local paper or newsletter (local paper preferred) – or an agreed alternative.

· Complete a monitoring form at the end of your project

· Fill in a questionnaire at the end of your project

· Ensure that all participants of your project fill in a short form 

We will come out for an arranged visit to see how your project is progressing.
