Increased Funding for Surrey Village Halls

An extra £50,000 was available this year for building projects to improve Community & Village Halls in Surrey.  A total of £300,000 from The Surrey Community Buildings Tripartite Grant Scheme was paid out in April to eighteen different Community Halls, with grants ranging from £6,000 to £40,000.  The funding is provided by Surrey County Council and nine of the eleven Districts and Boroughs, and is administered by Surrey Community Action.  The following Village, Youth and Community Halls benefited this year from the grants:

The Tripartite Grant Scheme for Surrey covers all types of Hall developments including new/refurbishment of kitchens and toilets, new double glazed windows, new roofs, floors, heating, extensions, facilities for the disabled, car park resurfacing and most other Hall building works.  Community Hall projects costing more than £10,000 are eligible for grants in all of the Surrey Districts & Boroughs except Surrey Heath and Epsom & Ewell, which do not participate in the scheme.
