St Johns Care held a Cream Tea for their clients on Tuesday 4 July at the Memorial Hall on St Johns Lye.  It was attended by 39 clients and they were treated to strawberries and a cream tea.

St Johns Care was launched in July 2004 and they have carried out 1014 neighbourly requests for help to date.  Their Chairman Malcolm Head said “This has been a wonderful day for the clients and the volunteers who have helped but we are always looking out for more volunteers to spread the load.”

Clients described the scheme as “wonderful” and they “would be lost without it”.

They are one of eight Good Neighbour Schemes in the Borough of Woking.  They all offer neighbourly help to residents living in their area e.g. transport to the Doctor’s or hospital, shopping, visiting for a cup of tea, moving a bed – in fact anything a good neighbour would normally do.  What clients need most is transport.  The schemes have a general rule that if someone cannot get the help they need elsewhere or cannot afford to pay for it, then they are eligible for assistance.

All the schemes need volunteers. Vicki Turton of Surrey Community Action has helped the groups to set up and continues to support them in any way she can.
