Farnham Maltings Awarded £8,195 by Surrey Global Grants

Farnham Maltings was recently awarded £8,195 by Surrey Global Grants to run a four month programme of arts activities at the Chantrys Community Centre to help people not in paid work learn new skills, under expert supervision, in arts and crafts workshops.

At the end of December participants will be given the opportunity to continue their interest through volunteering at the Farnham Maltings to assist with running various arts programmes. In addition those who wish to earn an income will be given free access to a business advisory service.

Jane Friend, Deputy Director of Farnham Maltings commented “They are really looking forward to starting the project and the successful application to the Surrey Global Grants Programme will allow residents of the Chantrys to take part in an innovative project and help them learn new skills.”  

Jane added ‘'The Maltings believes in taking creative activity to where it is needed and we look forward to seeing members of the community flourish and develop their skills.”

Surrey Global Grants is part of the European Social Fund programme to build stronger local communities through the distribution of grants during 2004 – 2006 and is administered by Surrey Community Action. 

The grants programme supports local community and voluntary groups who provide opportunities for people who are not in paid work, and live in targeted and very specific areas of Surrey, to develop the skills and self-confidence they need to progress towards paid work, voluntary work or training. You might be able to apply for up to £10,000.

In the closing stages of the programme, Surrey Community Action is particularly looking to target more grassroots community and voluntary groups.  They have lots of experience in helping small groups apply for funding - some of the groups they fund have never had a grant before. They will offer you support with the application form, planning your project and managing your grant.

The closing date for applications for the final October panel meeting is Friday 22nd September 2006.
