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Diana Francis House is a Supported Housing scheme in Caterham for 5 young people with physical/learning disabilities.  Supported Housing Officer Maryam Bouregaa commented “Funding for these projects has enabled our tenants to engage in social and educational activities to develop their life skills for future independent living.  They have been given the opportunity to develop self-confidence to increase their motivation and self-esteem”.

Staff and tenants are so pleased with the completion of these projects that they are hoping to be successful in sourcing other funding for literacy skills to be taught at the House.

The project was funded by Surrey Global Grants, part of the European Social Fund (ESF).  Surrey Global Grants supports local community groups which provide opportunities for people, not in paid work and who live in targeted areas of Surrey, to develop the skills they need to progress towards paid work, voluntary work or training.
