SPORT RELIEF ON THE MOVE IN SURREY!

Following two very successful years of administering the Sport Relief grant in the county, Surrey Community Action has handed over the reins to Surrey Community Foundation to bring Surrey in line with the national administration of the grant.

Over the last two years £63,000 has been awarded to voluntary and charitable groups who have delivered quality sport related activities to local people across Surrey.

Projects have included equipment to set up a short mat bowls group for older people in Godalming and a cycling club in Dorking can now provide supervised cycle rides for young people in their local countryside.  The club will provide training in safe cycling and maintenance of the bike at the same time as encouraging older members to train and become ride leaders themselves.  In Caterham on the Hill, adults with learning disabilities are able to continue their rebound therapy safely due to Sport Relief which has funded the replacement of worn out equipment. 

Sport Relief is funded by Comic Relief and is for constituted local community groups who would like to strengthen their community through sport and exercise, particularly providing opportunities for those who are either excluded or disadvantaged.
