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Surrey Community Action’s Organisations and Capacity Building Team has had three
projects accepted by Surrey Learning and Skills Council for co-financed European Social
Fund grants totalling £750,000 over the next three years.

Two of the three projects, the Upskilling Programme and ICT Outreach project are similar to the Training and
Development and Tech IT Up projects Surrey Community Action has run during the last two years. The third is a
new project which will provide Capacity Building support to voluntary organisations.

Julia Grant, Chief Executive, and Peter Smith, Head of Organisations, described the grants as a tremendous boost
for Surrey’s voluntary and community groups, and said they were delighted to be able to continue the programme
of training courses and the Tech IT Up project that have benefited so many people in Surrey in recent years.

The funding is for 3 years, so the programmes will run to the end of 2006.
