The Surrey RASP (Rural Access to Services Programme) is a SEEDA delegated pot of
money to fund projects in rural communities to improve access to services. The main
focus is on providing services locally rather than transporting services to people. Projects
could include developing spaces within existing mobile community facilitates to enable co-
location of services (community hubs) or enabling community transport solutions where
necessary. Surrey Community Action will be managing the Programme and expects to
have the criteria for grants and the application process ready by the end of the month. For
